Advice to Tinnitus Sufferers

1) Book a hearing test.  If a hearing aid is appropriate because of hearing loss, use of an appropriate hearing aid will help the user hear external noises better and be less aware of internal noises.

2) If no hearing loss is there, use of a Tinnitus Masker or a white noise generator can be considered to reduce awareness of Tinnitus. 

3) Tinnitus re-training can be considered to teach the patient how to manage their symptoms.  We don’t offer this service but recommend patients contact.
